
PETERLEE RADIO MODEL CLUB RULES 2015
A 
GENERAL
1. The club shall be called ‘Peterlee Radio Model Club’ and its purpose shall be to promote and enjoy radio controlled model aircraft.
Control-line model aircraft may also be flown, but well away from the main strip/bungee area when these are in use.

2. Club officials shall be Chairman, Vice Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer; the term of office being for one year. 
Emergency decisions can be taken by the elected offices and members will abide by these decisions.  This decision will only be valid until discussed at the next monthly meeting.
3. On the first Tuesday of December each year, the annual general meeting of the club shall take place.
A formal agenda will be prepared by the secretary and written proposals for consideration at the said meeting shall be submitted to the official by the October meeting prior to the A.G.M.
Election of the officials shall take place at the A.G.M., from nominations given to the chairman.  The election will be by a simple majority (show of hands) from those attending the meeting.

4. New members must be proposed by a member and preferably enrol at the club meeting.
5. Monthly meetings will be held on the first Tuesday of each month.

6. Peterlee Radio Model Club will be affiliated to the BRITISH MODEL FLYERS ASSOCIATION and membership of the society is obligatory to all club members.
As a member of the B.M.F.A., members will be covered by the INSURANCE, arranged by them, and subscriptions of the club will be based on the formula;
SENIORS - current B.M.F.A. fee + club subscription which will be decided at the A.G.M..
JUNIORS - current B.M.F.A. fee + £2 (up to the 18). 
For new members joining after September 1st, full Club subscription + B.M.F.A. fee. (see B.M.F.A. REBATE SCHEME).  
7. Subscriptions are due at the A.G.M..
Non payment of subscriptions by the end of February following the A.G.M. cancels membership.
8. Members of other clubs may join the club if they are B.M.F.A. members, (producing a current BMFA membership card), and the annual club subscription is paid.
9. The club shall keep a current bank account and only the treasurer and nominated member are authorised to sign cheques, either signature being required.
The treasurer shall submit a forma balance at the A.G.M.
10. Should the club dissolve, residual monies and monies from Equipment should  be donated to a charity to be decided at the time.
11. It is advised that a portable sign worded, ‘Peterlee Radio Model Club Flying Site – Members Only’, be used during flying sessions.

12. Effective silences to be used on IC engines at ALL times if possible, and in any event on engines above .09 cu in (1.5cc).

13. Rules for Power Field.
(a)
No dogs allowed.
(b)
Power, Gliders and Electric Flying only at this site.
(c)
Flying only between 9am and dusk.
(d)
No Flying Christmas Day.
14. All litter to be removed from site for disposal at the end of each flying session.

15. “Bring and Buy” sales are organised from time to time, and NO items brought to the clubs “Bring and Buy” shall be sold prior to commencement of the meeting, in order that all members may have an equal chance of making a offer.  Voluntary contributions accepted for the club funds.
B
SAFETY

1. The club shall operate to the B.M.F.A. safety codes and field discipline shall be in accordance with the attached schedule.

2. Frequency boards must be used at all times where practicable to guarantee interference free flying as much as possible.

3. We operate: 35 MHz, 2.4 GHZ and 27 MHz-solid colours only.

4. Large models, those requiring CAA exemption certificate must NOT be flown unless the failsafe is known to be functional prior to each flight, (switch off control Tx whilst leaving Rx on and the failsafe MUST operate).

5. Disciplinary Measures
At the discretion of the members any ‘offence’ (not caused by equipment malfunction or failure), considered to warrant such action, shall constitute:
(i)
A written warning from the club officers.
(ii)
In the event of a recurrence, suspension of a membership for 12 months.
APPENDIX
Safety Advice and Rules

1. Fully check your model before leaving home.

2. Operate peg-on system, 35 MHz and 27 MHz.  Place your peg on the board BEFORE turning on your transmitter.  There will be no redress for accidents occurring when the system is not operated.  The SECOND  person arriving should set up the board.

3. Securely anchor your model before starting the engine 

4. NEVER reach over the propeller to adjust the engine. 

5. NEVER leave the engine running unattended.

6. DO NOT taxi towards the pit area.

7. Move off the strip immediately after take-off and stand with the other pilots in the designated area.

8. DO NOT over-fly the pit area or parked cars.

9. Keep pit area orientated in accordance with the wind direction.

10. Cars MUST NOT be parked nearer than 100 metres
Remember! SAFE FLYING IS NO ACCIDENT!!!

10. Cars MUST NOT be parked nearer than 100 metres to the flying strip.
